1. The authenticity of this and the next two sutras as to whether they

really belong to the ‘present’ Sankarsa Kanda is doubtful. These
perhaps are from an Upasana Kanda (called also Devata-Kanda or Daivi-
mimamsad, which terms are used also for SK) recognised by some Vaispa—
vite schools of philosophy and taken note of by Ganganatha Jha (Purvami-
marsa in its Sources, p, 12). The confusion of this work with our SK
should also be the reason of the contents of an Upasand work being
given as the contents of the SK in Prapaficahrdaya, TSS 45, p. 41-42.
